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1.   Introduction 

The UK Government is committed to reducing the impact of shipping on the environment. The key piece of legislation providing a framework on regulating pollution from ships is The International Convention on the Prevention of Pollution from Ships known as MARPOL 73/78.

The UK uses various Merchant Shipping regulations to implement MARPOL requirements. European Union [EU] Directive 2000/59/EC on port reception facilities for ship generated waste and cargo residues require all member states to provide the legal framework to adhere to these regulations. The UK has achieved this through the creation of The Merchant Shipping and Fishing Vessels (Port Waste Reception Facilities Regulations) 2003.

MARPOL 73/78 requires member states to ensure that facilities are adequate and do not cause undue delay to ships. Under the regulations this rule applies to all ships other than fishing vessels and recreational craft authorised to carry no more than 12 passengers. They must notify in advance of arriving in Port the details of the waste onboard to be discharged.

Responsibility:

The Harbour Master holds responsibility for the implementation of this Waste Management Plan.

Notification

Notification should be made in advance by fax or e-mail to ships agents. If a vessel does not use a ships agent, then notification should be made by fax or e-mail through to Port Operations. Agents are requested to forward these notification forms to Port Operations.

WASTE CONTROL

Galley Waste & Non-Galley Waste

Garbage must be segregated into Galley Waste & Non-Galley Waste. Two Garbage Skips; one for Galley Waste and one for Non-Galley Waste are located outside Port Operations. Garbage can only be landed between the hours of 8 am and 4 pm.

Galley Waste

Galley Waste refers to waste of animal origin and from products of animal origin. This includes meat, milk, cheese, animal fats, fish, honey and any other product made with a product of animal origin, or derived from one (such as gelatine) EU Directive 1774/2002

Galley Waste must be placed into the locked Red skip. A key may be obtained at either Port Operations or Harbour Radio. The key must be signed for upon issue and upon return.

Non-Galley Waste

This includes packaging, banding, paper and plastics. Oily rags, filters, batteries and paint tins MUST NOT be put in skips but segregated and landed separately.  Notify your agent or the terminal operator if you wish to discharge these.

Scrap Metal

A separate skip is available outside Port Operations for the disposal of scrap metal.
Waste Wood / Dunnage 

Should a vessel wish to discharge waste wood/dunnage; the ship’s agent should contact Port Operations to arrange for its collection. 
Dirty Ballast Water/Bilge Water/Sewage Sludge

These are discharged by road tanker. Contact your ships agent for details.
Waste Information Leaflet Continued 

Charges

A levy of £0.06 is charged per gross registered tonne. This covers the disposal of Galley and Non-Galley waste. The disposal of other waste material is charged separately.

Notice

In order to negotiate the most cost efficient and expedient facilities for you, it would be helpful if you could give 24 hours notice of your requirements to your agent, and at least 2 hours notice to the Port of Londonderry Harbour Office.

Ports that
cannot receive tankers or other vessels over 400 gross tonnes do not have to provide full “oil’
information. Information on cost is only needed where there is a charge for using facilities. Annual
capacity should be given in tonnes.



















Procedure
Prior notification should be made by ships master to the ship’s agent. Notification forms should be forwarded by ships agents to Port Operations.
Ships Masters should direct crew to waste reception facility on main quay and waste should be placed in the correct skips provided.

The Waste Reception Facility will be monitored to ensure correct use.
Waste will be regularly removed by licensed waste carriers and appropriate Transfer documents retained.

Waste Oils 
Waste oils and oily bilge water shall be removed by road tanker with prior notification organised through ships agents or directly with waste disposal contractors. 

Sewage 
Sewage shall be removed by road tanker with prior notification organised through ships agents or directly with waste disposal contractors. 
Hazardous Waste

Hazardous wastes are subject to the requirements of the EC’s Hazardous Waste Directive (91/689/EEC). The Directive is currently transposed in Northern Ireland by the Special Waste Regulations (Northern Ireland) 1998. These wastes include materials with explosive, flammable, oxidising, irritant, harmful, toxic, carcinogenic and corrosive properties. 

Any vessel wishing to discharge hazardous waste should contact Port Operations via their agent and appropriate arrangements will be made. 

Records

Records of all wastes landed shall be maintained by Londonderry Port.

Pontoon

LPHC operates a pontoon facility at Queens Quay in the city centre for visiting yachts and local leisure craft. Provision is made for the removal of this waste by Londonderry Port.
Ships at Anchor

Ships at anchor will not be charged for waste disposal.
Port Waste Reception legislation is not applicable to Fishing vessels.
